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Introduction

This guide is for clinical staff documenting intrapartum care for women and birthing people
using intermittent auscultation in BadgerNet Maternity.

This is not a user guide for intrapartum care - it is assumed the reader knows how to
document intrapartum care as trained locally.

Recommendations

A device should be available for each user/per labour room to allow for contemporaneous
record keeping. For a partogram to be used in real time (to detect any potential issues), it
needs to be completed in as near real time as possible.

Any mobile device should have excellent Wi-Fi or cellular connectivity. Alternatively, offline
mode can be used for domestic settings — note that documentation will not be visible to
others if working offline.
